5. HYC KEELBOAT RACING INSTRUCTIONS
5.1 Rules

5.1.1. All races will be governed by the RacindeRwf Sailing 2009-2012 (RRS) as prescribed by
Yachting Australia except for any rules changedh®gse sailing instructions. Races are
designated as being Yachting Australia Offshoregatty 6 except where indicated.

5.2 Eligibility to Compete

5.2.1 All skippers of yachts shall be financial nirs of the Hillarys Yacht Club except that
visitors may take part in Invitation Races and rabp be permitted to take part in other races
with the prior permission of the Race Committee.

5.2.2 All yachts shall display their registered sambers (in accordance with RRS Rule 77).

5.2.3 Before commencing participation in the seasprogram all skippers must advise the Club
Handicapper of their intention to race and provide with the necessary details to enable a
handicap to be issued.

5.2.4 Prior to each race, skippers must nominatie émtry to the starting officials; either at {he-
race briefing held at the clubhouse, or by haibngpy radio (and be acknowledged) to the
Nominated Race Safety Officer’'s Boat.

5.2.5 Prior to each race, skippers must perforadearcheck by radioing the starting officials and
informing them of the number of people on theirtbday boat not complying with the above
regulation will be automatically disqualified byetlhace committee.

5.2.6 Races fees will be set by resolution of teelkoat Section Committee from time to time.
5.2.7 All yachts shall have valid third party liiyi insurance with minimum cover of $10 million.

5.2.8 All crew members must be holders of a cursdnér card. A limited dispensation is given to
new crew members who may participate in a maximtiiraces before obtaining a silver
card.

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Safety Requirements

All yachts must comply with the appropriatde®y Regulations as prescribed in Yachting
Australia Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-2012, Dempartt for Planning and Infrastructure
Regulations and these Sailing Instructions.

For local races conducted entirely withinthC Inshore Racing Area designated in rule 4.7
and for other designated races, yachts are regtgreanform to category 6 as stipulated in the
Yachting Australia Racing Rules of Sailing 2009-20INo inspections are required for
category 6 yachts, but the Racing Committee resaheeright to inspect and disqualify non-
complying yachts.

For the following races:

Fremantle and Return Races

Marmion Reef Race

Fairway Race

Rottnest and Return Races

Any other races so designated by the race committee
yachts must conform to category 4 as stipulatatenyachting Australia Racing Rules of
Sailing 2009-2012. Annual inspections are requioedtategory 4 yachts. The Racing
Committee will not accept entries from non-compdyyachts.

For the Mariners Cup and Shepherdess CumfRaxid and other races so designated by the
race committee, yachts are required to have amusedety certificate as designated by the
YWA Off-shore Handbook.

Yachts without the required current safetyifogate will be ranked as DNS.
A Man Overboard Race (MOB) will be conduateder the following specific instructions:

The MOB shall consist of a fender attached toia® bucket. The bucket shall be
capable of holding water.

All boats will perform a simulated rescue of a M@Bany time after the start and before
the finish of the race on one UPWIND, one DOWNWIEBd one REACHING leg of
the race. A total of three (3) rescues.

In all cases the rescue must involve the boattatk or gybe manoeuvre.

In the downwind leg the MOB event must occur witile spinnaker is set and the
spinnaker must be reset on the leg after recoviettyedVIOB - UNLESS a boat elects
that a spinnaker will not be used for the duratbthe race.

In each simulated rescue one crew member will leenéel to have fallen overboard. That
person will not participate in any activity asseetwith the recovery of the MOB.

Alternatively, changes
may be communicated to each competing yacht owé#ter before the Warning Signal, in
which case Code Flag "L" will be flown at the Staytthe Starter, or on the gate yacht in the
case of gate starts. Competitors are obliged @alcfor amendments by radio or oral
communication.

5.7 Racing Area

5.7.1 Inshore and Mini Series courses are condweitéh an area bordered by Centaur Mark,
Horseshoe Reef and Little Island to the West, boeedine of Mullaloo, Hillarys, Sorrento,
Marmion, Waterman and North Beach to the East, Btiiedto the North, and Centaur Mark to
the South.

5.7.2 Off-shore courses are set within an areadveddby Mindarie to the North, the coast to the
East, Rockingham to the South and Rottnest to thstW

NB: SKIPPERS MUST EXERCISE EXTREME CAUTION WHEN SAI LING IN THE
VICINITY OF THESE REEFS AND BEACHES.

5.8 Commercial Shipping

All yachts shall, at all times, keep clear of comored shipping. Yachts failing to do so may

be subject to disqualification should a protesldoged. The Race Committee shall instigate a
protest if the Department for Planning and Infrasture lodges a formal complaint with
Yachting WA.

5.9 Courses

5.9.1 Courses shown at the end of these sailiguct®ns (Appendix A) may be indicated by
display of the appropriate code flag A-Z on the t@esmost flagpole outside of the clubhouse
and/or on the start tower or start boat prior eogtart. Other courses or changes to courses
will be given as indicated in part 4.4.

5.9.2 Yachts will pass to the west of the westeostport channel marker in all courses (Appendix
A), unless finishing and it is part of the finisgihne.

5.9.3 Gate starts will commence at the first madidated in the published course (Appendix A).

5.10 Marks
5.10.1 The permanent marks used in Hillarys Yadhb@aces are located approximately at the
coordinates shown in APPENDIX B.

5.10.2 All marks are permanent floating buoys, (HY@Qrange spars, WSSC — Red spars) unless
otherwise stated.

5.11 Responsibility and Liability

5.11.1 All those taking part in Hillarys Yacht Cludices, do so at their own risk and responsibility.
Hillarys Yacht Club is not responsible for the seainess of a yacht whose entry is accepted
or of the sufficiency or adequacy of its equipmeHtllarys Yacht Club reserves the right to
refuse an entry.

5.11.2 Attention is drawn to RRS Fundamental P&tle 4 which states “The responsibility for a
boat’s decision to participate in a race or to cwd racing is hers alone.”
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5.12 Radio Communications

5.12.1 All racing yachts shall be required to haperational radio communication apparatus for 27

Meg or VHF.
27 Meg 27.94 MHz
VHF Channel 72

5.12.2 Should the start tower be unmanned, befek eace one boat will be nominated to manage
radio communications between yachts operating off ¥H27 MHz. The skipper of the
nominated boat will be a race official for the dioa of the race and is responsible for:

Logging the call-up from all boats prior to raaa;luding the number of crew on each
boat
Ensuring all boats return to safe anchorage.
In addition to the above, when racing in an oceanesies sailing course ALL boats will log-
on before the start, and log-off on finishing, witha Sea rescue group, such as:

WHITFORDS SEA RESCUE - VJ6LQ
FREMANTLE SEA RESCUE - VNG6DI

5.12.3 Yachts are required to maintain a listemagch during the race as any racing instructions
issued after the start will all be via radio commeations. This is particularly necessary for the
shortening of courses.

5.12.4 Handicap starts may also be coordinatedjukmradio.

5.13 Starting Line

5.14.2 Handicap Starts

5.14.2.1 Handicap starts will involve a tower staging the club timing lights.

5.14.2.2 The Sailing Instructions will include $ttimes for all yachts and the designated Start
Mark.

5.14.2.3 Boats start at the fall of their startimgnber.

5.14.2.4 A boat shall not start prior to the fdlits allocated start number. A boat starting yarl

will be penalized by adding to her elapsed timmi@utes plus 1 minute for each part
or full minute by which her actual starting timeepeded her designated start time.

5.14.2.5 No individual recall will be signalled and boat shall restart.

5.14.3 Gate Starts Designated by International Code FlafJ"

5.15 Finishing Line

5.15.1 The finishing line will be the Start Linés position however, may be changed from the Start

5.15.2 From the time the orange "On Station" fefiawn from the yardarm of the start tower or the
Committee Boat, yachts must not pass through thehiing line unless finishing.

5.15.3 The Finish Line for races with an indicatkeidhthouse" finish will be an imaginary line
between the green marker on the Northern end dbthwthern breakwater and the outermost
(i.e. Westernmost) Port Channel Mark. (Note that€hannel marker, green marker and the
lighthouse lie in a straight line).

5.16 Shorten Course

5.16.3 Each of the Inshore Sailing Courses predent&ppendix Al are marked with a ‘-sh’ to
indicate the last rounding mark of the normal stret course option. For the shortened
course, boats are to round the ‘-sh’ mark and gbedinish line. In circumstances where the
normal shortened course is still too long, the @@roller can select a more suitable last
rounding mark. Advice to the fleet of the shoriggeurse will be by one of the methods given
above in 4.16.1 t0 4.16.3.
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5.17 Time Limits and Finishing Times

5.17.1 The time limit will be 3.5 hours or othean& nominated by the Race Committee. Yachts
failing to finish within 60 minutes after the firgacht in their own division finishes will be
scored as Did Not Finish (DNF).

5.17.2 The time limit will be 6:00pm for all offsteraces and all yachts failing to finish by 6:00pm
will be scored as Did Not Finish.

5.17.3 Skippers need to be prepared to record dleirfinishing times as personnel may not be
available to record these times.

5.18 Missing Marks

If a mark is missing or has shifted to a locatiomvhere near its correct position, then yachts
shall round the approximate position using a GP&ad reckoning.

5.19 Results
The results for individual races will be awardedhivi 60 minutes of the last boat finishing
unless there is a protest.

The results of the offshore return races (FremakRdeway, Mindarie and Rottnest) will be
presented within 60 minutes of the last boat cotimmehe return race. Deadlocks will be
broken by awarding the best position to the baait ltlas the lowest combined corrected time.

5.20 Protests

5.20.1 Protests shall be written on forms availaline race office and delivered there within 60
minutes after the time of the last yacht to finish.

5.20.2 Protests will be heard in approximatelydhaer of receipt as soon as possible.

5.20.3 Protest notices will be posted within 30 u@s of the protest time limit to inform competgor
where and when there is a hearing in which theyarges to a hearing or named as witnesses.

5.20.4 If the places in a race might be affected lpyotest, pennants will be presented at the next
presentation.
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5.21 Mediation

5.21.1 A Mediation hearing will be conducted fdrmabtests lodged in accordance with RRS Rule 61
which allege an infringement of a rule of Part Z,orSuch hearings will be held subsequent to
the protest being lodged and prior to the protesting.

5.21.2 The time and place of the mediation heaniiigoe decided by the mediator and such advice
may be given verbally. One representative of dent shall attend the mediation hearing and
no witnesses shall be allowed. The mediator steaide the manner in which testimony is
given.

5.21.3 After taking testimony at a mediation hegutime mediator shall make one of the following
conclusions:

(i) The protest does not comply with RRS Rule 64 te protestor may withdraw the protest.
(i) The matter shall proceed to a protest hearing.

(This may be because rules other than Part 2 og,oamay be, involved, or because evidence
is too complex or divergent to reach a reasonatudetianely conclusion, or due to the apparent
severity of the alleged infringement, or for angatreason decided by the mediator.)

(iif) No rule was broken and the protestor may wdrdw the protest.

(iv) A rule was broken by one or more of the baat®lved, the infringing boat(s) may accept
scoring points equal to a finishing place mid — Wwayween the boat’s actual finishing place
and a disqualification, and if so accepted thegstoir shall withdraw the protest. (Half points
shall be disregarded and the points of other ksiel not be adjusted.)

5.21.4 A mediation hearing shall not be re- openéd.conclusion of a mediator shall be subject to
appeal or be grounds for redress.

5.21.5 Should the protest proceed to a protestrigetiten the mediator may be a member of the
Protest Committee. Any evidence given by a medidtioing a protest hearing shall be given
only in the presence of the parties to the hearing.

5.22 Distinguishing Flags Support Boats

Support Boats will fly a green and white diagonalvied pennant and shall have a right of way
over all competing yachts.

5.23 Handicaps
5.23.1 Corrected times for the award of point ssevidl be calculated according to the handicap
procedure in Appendix D.

5.23.2 New yachts, yachts with significant chantgdsull, keel, sails etc, or changes to skippewcre
which have the potential for significantly affeaithe performance of the yacht will be dealt
with as designated in Appendix D.

5.23.3 Handicaps are monitored by the Handicap|Rartkare subject to amendment as per
Appendix D.
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5.24 Consistency Points
Each yacht shall drop its worst result in the ral@series where 5 or more races are completed. All
other results count towards consistency awardetsled in Appendix D.

The Low points scoring system is used and withthedivision consistency points will be awarded on
the basis of race results.

The Handicaps are calculated to give a base hgndidd.93 for Division 1 and a handicap of 0.66 for
Division 2 which have been set for season 2010-201is is based on the performance of boats in
the previous Season and also allows for the twasidins to be based on the same handicap base if
required.
